Flood Relief Activities:

The Unit started its flood relief activities on 12 th August by calling the college staff and
students to help the flood affected people of Kuttanad by bringing the materials (food, cloth
and other items) to the college. The collected materials in association with Keezhillam

Club,Mannoor are handed over to “Anpodu kochi” camp on 15 th August 2018 .
August 15-26 :

Flood Relief activities were organized in the college under the leadership of NSS.
College Management, Teaching and Non-Teaching staff, Alumni and the students of SSV
college generously contributed Food, Cloth , Medicines and other necessities to be

distributed at the camps in Koovapady Paravoor, Perumbavoor etc.
16-08-2018:

The volunteers along with programme officers of our unit were very active in
arranging and facilitating flood relief camps. Our unit has visited Ganapathi Vilasam High
school flood relief camp, Koovappady. Since the camp was organised yesterday; there were
no sufficient food items other than Rice. So, we provide essential Provisions and Vegetables
worth Rs. 4000.0ur 6 volunteers helped in preparation and supplying of food among

inhabitants in the camp.

17-08-2018:

We visited flood relief camps at Govt.Girls HSS,Perumbavoor, Govt.Boys HSS ,
Perumbavoor and Ganapathi Vilasam High school, Koovappady. Recognising the need at
Govt.Boys HSS, where the camp was organised exclusively for Non-Keralites, 7 volunteers
including the P O helped there for a day. As per the request from the camp In Charge, we
have given 20 Mats, Baby diapers,and Napkins, and good clothes collected from natives. We
decided to collect food kits and other dress items tomorrow from natives, students and

alumni.
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18-08-2018:

We have taken assurance of providing 500 packets of meals at Boys HSS, but
surprisingly, we have collected 1810 packets of meals, dresses including bed sheets and
bathing towels. The excess meals are supplied at MGM HSS, Kuruppampady , ILM college
and at Kanjirakkad, Perumbavoor. The team consist of 13 volunteers. Full day spent in the

camp by arranging and helping the inmates and in cleaning activities of the camp.

Our 6 volunteers are working at Govt.Boys HSS, 4 Volunteers are at Govt.Girls HSS and 7
Volunteers are at Ganapathi Vilasam High school, Koovappady.They are helping the

authorities and inmates for the smooth running of the camp.

Six Houses
in Kurichilakkod ward were cleaned today. All the equipment is carried by us in a special
rented vehicle. We visited Ambedkar colony, Thottuva where first round cleaning is going

on today.
21-08-2018 - Second round cleaning at Ambedkar Colony, Thottuva:

14 volunteers participated in the programme. 16 houses in the colony were cleaned
today including the house of one of our students in the college. Necessary help to families
including cleaning of utensils, furniture etc, packing and dumping of wastes were also done

by the volunteers.
